1. Outside Signhage: Jack Alexander noted that although the current signage appears to
be working, the one drawback is that it can only be changed on a monthly basis. Some
very preliminary investigation has begun with respect to an eight foot electronic sign.

Once again this year the Primary class of the Sunday School is experiencing the Whirl
Curriculum. Whirl is centered on scripture, follows the Revised Common Lectionary, and was
created by a group of developers from across our mainline denominational partners. Whirl
brings worship and Sunday school together for families, and provides ideas for kids to explore
their church building and experience the life of the church.
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Since September 2015, the junior/Intermediate Class has been learning through a curriculum
called Connect. Connect is a Bible-centered curriculum, with just enough humor to get
students hooked. Using quirky videos, hands-on activities, and Bible exploration, Connect
helps preteens uncover major Biblical themes and discover how the Bible relates to their own
lives. Each of the ten units spans six lessons.

Clergy and members from St. Matthew’s and Bridge Street held a very preliminary, informal
conversation. The group decided to expand the conversation to include other congregations in
the Greater Belleville area: Eastminster, Melrose, St. Mark’s — Cannifton, Foxboro —

Emmanuel, Sidney — Westminster and College Hill. At a later Roslin- Thomasburg also joined
the conversations.

At the January meeting of Kente Presbytery Pam Pickle was appointed treasurer of Kente
Presbytery.

The new formula used to create the pastoral charge assessments was introduced and
implemented this year.
An update to the “Host Church Guidelines for Presbytery Meetings” was created in 2015.

The Comprehensive Review Document was released Friday March 13, 2015. At a meeting of
Kente Presbytery, the Rev. Dr. Bill Smith, Executive Secretary of Bay of Quinte Conference,
outlined the history of the Comprehensive Review of The United Church of Canada, and gave
the highlights of the Task Group’s Report. A discussion was held, and presbyters were
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encouraged to think of motions/proposals to send to General Council. Many proposals were
prepared between March and our CAM.

In February 2015, Carolyn Brannen tendered her resignation as Administrative Secretary for
Kente Presbytery, effective April 30, 2015. In the wake of this decision, Kente Presbytery will
adopt the practice of appointing a Recording Secretary and a Corresponding Secretary. Thus
what was one position will become two.

As part of programme, the Church and The Wider Community Group arranged a presentation
on the theme “Poverty In Our Community”, with speakers followed by a discussion.

A Panel Discussion was held, moderated by the Rev. Dr. Peter Bartlett. He noted that four
Belleville churches are meeting to coordinate their food ministry programs. Belleville
Councillor Edgerton Boyce discussed the community gardens program, and the city’s
response to poverty. Kente Presbytery will partner with the Community Development
Council’'s Poverty Roundtable. Frank Hiebert will represent Kente Presbytery at the Poverty
Roundtable.

As part of a five year National UCW project, Kente Presbyterial has a drive for
January/February to support the Quinte CDC Baby Box Program.

There is a new compensation model for clergy, who are reminded to make sure that their
Treasurer and Chair of M & P Committee know about it. A letter was sent to each Pastoral
Charge about the new model.

There were a number of Pastoral Charges in transition this year, requiring presbyters to
contribute their grace and wisdom to various JNACs and JSCs.

The Handbook Ministry Team, on which | served, presented the new handbook. This
handbook will be an evolving work with further development and changes over time. Changes
to the Guidelines will be made by the full Presbytery upon recommendation from a Ministry
team.

Presbyters enjoyed a Stewardship presentation, “Called to Be the Church” given by Paul Sales
(Financial Development Officer for Quebec and Eastern Ontario for the United Church of
Canada).
