Planning for the Long-Term Future

This year has, in many ways, been about coping with the perturbations in the life of the
congregation, its people, and our wider church. Although we find ourselves in a more settled
place, it is more likely the eye of the storm than a sign of clear sailing ahead.

this moment. Making choices is unavoidable; even not choosing is a choice to let past patterns
continue.

At the level of the Presbytery, | am aware that many congregations are facing difficult
choices as they re-imagine their future. Some are choosing to disband, ceasing to exist. Some
are choosing to amalgamate, sell buildings and/or reduce staff time and change the call of
clergy to less than full-time. Some are trying to find ways to work together and share
resources, while continuing to draw down reserves. In their choices, most will continue to die
by a thousand I|little cuts, wuntil they fade fr
still have time to make decisions that will transform our future.
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When the Methodist missionaries came to the early settlers of this area, they did not
have endowments, savings funds or purpose built buildings. What they did have, was a
passion to share the Good News and to disciple people to become followers of Jesus. We fail

to acknowledge their effort, when we imagine that everyone in 19" century Thurlow Township
was eager to attend church. Some estimates in England at that time, show that less than 20%
of people were regularly participating in church life. The Methodist revival worship meeting,
classes, and church planting were a response to the culture and church disconnect of their
day. We again live in such a time, and we can either draw on the example of our faith-
ancestors to energise our action or, like many medieval parishes we can fade into history. The
choice is ours to make.

David Clazie, Treasurer, reviewed the Financial Statement as printed in the Annual Report.

He explained that we had revenues of $166,117.13, which included monies from regular

offerings, donations, fundraising, e t c . Our expenses, which incl
honorariums, building expenses, etc., totalled $161,043.81. This left us with a surplus of just
$5,073.32. We did have an opening surplus of $22,016.08, so our year end closing balance is
$27,089.40. David did stress with all those in attendance, that we lost about $15,000.00 in

total over the year. This is something that we will need to keep in the forefront as we move

forward.

Presentation of Proposed Budget for 2017: David Clazie

Treasurer David Clazie, thanked the Stewardship Committee, the Chairs of the various

commi ttees of the Boar d, andassistaneeirBceeatinglh of St .
balanced budget for presentation at this meeting. Using Power Point© slides, David

highlighted the following points regarding the proposed budget for 2017:

1 One Fund Plus M & S: The Board recommends that we no longer have all of the
different funds that we have had in the past, but rather have just one fund plus the
Mission and Service (M & S) Fund.

T Minister 6Baviad amgted that there had been ali
salary in 2016, and he was actually paid higher than the grid required. This has been
corrected for this year, and the minister will receive $760.00 less in salary than he did
last year. This has been discussed with Ryan. David indicated that it was necessary to
correct this as it would cause us some issues when we begin to implement the new pay
system in 2018.

1 Honorariums: David explained that we will be paying $1,800.00 less in honorariums in
2017 than we did last year, as some of the people who receive these took voluntary
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reductions. The budget | ine for Aguest ministerso
are hoping to cover that item internally.

1 Administration: This area has been reduced by $825.00. The bulletin order budget
has been reduced by $250.00. This is based on the order that was placed this year.
The group carefully surveyed | ast yeards a
appropriate.

1 Subsidies to Camp Quin-Mo-Lac and the Music Program: There was a lot of
discussion regarding these two items, and it was determined that these subsidies
Sshould remain the same as | ast year, as th
outreach, and building for the future.
1 Building Expenses: David explained that there was not a lot that could be reduced in
this area, but we were able to remove $2,300.00. There will be no money for capital
repairs for the church building or the hall. This may be practical for this year, but not for
the long term. David did note that there was a contingency fund of $1,500.00 put in
place for small building maintenance/repairs.

1 Property: David reported that a youth member of our congregation has agreed to mow
the lawns at the church (with adult supervision). This is covered by our liability
insurance. The youth will receive a small stipend and also accrue volunteer hours.

1 Outreach: David explained that there was a lengthy discussion at the Board on what
outreach the church does and what effect it has in our community and beyond. It was
decided that $2,500.00 would be left in the budget for this, and ideas are being
developed regarding our outreach for 2017.

1 Other Expenses: iCont i nui ng Educationodo was removed
been well used in the past few years. $650.00 was placed in a "Miscellaneous Fund
just in case there is a need.

1 Fundraising: The following is a list of events that are being planned for this year:-
Million $ Quartet Trip, Ham Supper, Yard Sale, Special Meal/Auction, Blue Jays Trip,
Fish Fry, Beef Supper, and Movies/Bingo. It is hoped that we would receive a profit of
$11,600. (Revenue - $26,500, - exp. $14,900.00 = $11,600.00).

1 Other Revenue Sources: Itis hoped that we would receive about $2,000.00 in HST
returns, as well as revenues from Euchre, AA, White Gift, Sunday School, etc. as well
as other fundraisers that were mentioned earlier.

1 2017 Transfers: The budget includes $5,000.00 from the Trustees from the Manse
Fund. We are hoping that we dondét have to
We are also hoping that we will receive $3,500.00 from the UCW.

1 Offerings: David explained that in order that we continue to operate as a fully
functioning church providing valuable outreach programs, we will need everyone to
contribute a little bit more each month. If each household could contribute
$15.00/month more or $4.00/week more, this would help us reach the additional
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$15,000. 00 we need. I f this cannot be don
outreach and subsidy programs, lay off staff, and look at a half-time minister i all of
which we really dondét want to do.

It has been a year of uncertainty in the ministry of Kente Presbytery. Leading up to the
June 30, 2017 deadline, the Presbytery faithfully engaged in conversation on the following
Remits (church-wide referenda) that could lead to significant change in our denomination.

1 Remit 1. Moving to a Three Court Model

o This remit proposes a moving form a model of pastoral charge (congregation[s]),
Presbytery, Conference, and General Council - referred to as four courts i to
having Communities of Faith (congregations and other ministry types), a regional
council and a denominational council.

o The work of Presbytery and Conference would move to the regional councils and
the denominational council.

o We would move from have ofgdgalionandties 06 bet
denominational level, to a much smaller number.

o Congregations would be invited, but not required, to group themselves in clusters
and networks to carry-out other types of ministry.

1 Remit 2: Elimination of Transfer and Settlement
o Eliminating the process of transfer and settlement as it has been practiced in the
past.

1 Remit 3: Office of Vocation
o Moving all discipline of clergy to a national office and elected body.
0 Moving the accreditation of ministers to a national office and elected body.

1 Remit 4: Funding a New Model
o Splitting the work of the church at the regional and denominational level into
mission/ministry and administration/shared services.
o Funding mission/ministry through the Mission & Service Fund
o Funding administration/shared services by assessing each congregation 4.5% of
its net income (in the case of St. Mar k
o We will no longer draw down reserves to fund denominational operations.

Though we voted differently than the majority on some of these referenda, all four
received majority support from both Pastoral Charges and Presbyteries across the county.
Therefore, the 43 General Council, meeting in Oshawa in July, 2018, will be asked to enact
these remits effective January 1, 2019. What this means for Kente Presbytery is, if they are
enacted by the General Council, Presbyteries would cease to exist, and there will be many
wind-up activities to take place.

In the summer our chairperson, Lynne Shorey, sought a medical leave of absence from
her role. As chairperson elect, | became acting chairperson through the end of December.
Lynne has now resigned her position and so | have acceded to the role of chair of the
Presbytery, meaning many more phone calls and emails as we navigate these changing
waters.
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At our January meeting Presbyters discussed the draft report of the Boundary
Commission that would see us placed in regional council 12. At this time the report is only an
interim report, and there will likely be changes prior to the release of the final report and
decision in the middle of March. It is quite likely that each regional council will have far fewer
staff and other resources than our present Conferences, and we will still rely heavily upon the
time commitment of clergy and lay-members to undertake necessary work.

The Presbytery also voted on the remaining referenda item, Remit 6: One order of
ministry. This remit proposed to change our categories of clergy from three: Ordained,
Diaconal and Designated Lay Minister to one category called ordained. The remit is
controversial across the church and we will not know the final results until after February 28,
2018. In the interim, | can tell you that our Presbytery and some congregations have voted no
and other congregations have voted yes.
